HWY1 Camping Trip 2006
Handout #2 (final info)
What We Provide:  (through the help of some specific individuals who are bringing this stuff)
Tents, firewood, food, cooking equipment, equipment for activities (badminton, Frisbees, GPS, etc.)
What To Bring:

Sleeping bag (or sheets for the cabin people; they have normal twin-over-full bunk beds)
Clothes (duh)
Personal hygiene supplies (shampoo, soap, toothpaste/brush, towel; toilet paper provided by campground)
Pillow (unless you don’t like to sleep with a pillow)

Hiking shoes (if desired; hiking is optional)
Swimsuit (might be useful if you go paddle-boating and fall in the water)
Bug spray / Sunscreen

Disc Golf equipment (if desired; we will provide some normal Frisbees but nothing fancy)

Board/Card games (if desired)

Cash (for food reimbursement, optional paddle boat rental, emergencies)

Snacks (if desired; there will be some munchies available, but food was planned primarily for meals only)
Amenities Available:

There is a bathroom with three shower stalls and several toilets near the Extra Parking area (see map).
The big cabin has a real toilet and shower (note: the people sleeping in the big cabin have priority for the shower).

The small cabin has an outdoor “outhouse” nearby.
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How To Get There:  (also see map at right)
(from Cedar Rapids)

Go North on I-380 to County Home Rd (exit 28)

Turn East (right) onto County Home Rd

Turn North (left) onto Hwy 13
(from Marion)

Use your favorite route to get to Hwy 13

Turn North (left) onto Hwy 13

(from the corner of Hwy 13 and County Home Rd)

Take Hwy 13 North toward Central City
You’ll drive about 8 miles

The speed limit drops to 55mph

Then the road narrows to two lanes

You’ll cross the river

You’ll drive about ½ mile after you cross the river

Turn left where the sign says “Pinicon Ridge Camping”

The park entrance is a left turn and then curves right

The cabin area is another left turn after dumping station

We’ll shuttle cars to the extra parking if there’s too many
When To Get There:

Some of us will be there around 4pm to check-in

You can arrive anytime after 4pm

Try to arrive before 6pm to setup your stuff before dinner

If you can’t get there before 6pm, whenever is fine

Dinner is tentatively scheduled for 7pm

Current Food Estimate:

$4 per meal per person ($20 for the whole weekend)
Final food costs will be communicated during the trip and payment is due during or as soon as possible after the trip, so bring some cash with you.  Turn cash/checks for food in to Hannah.
Other Info:
There is a two-page brochure for each cabin available from the HWY1 Forum (in addition to both of my handouts), if you have other concerns about the campground.  You can print it out and bring it along, if you want.
